Location: El Tovar porch and lawn

Introduction
Welcome to GCNP, I’m Ranger… I’m from…Where are you from? What do you think of the scenery around here? Do we have any artists among us? What or who is an artist?
Expectations

· Parents, some of you may choose to remain on the porch during storytime, but we need at least half of you to accompany your child to the lawn.

· How many of you are working on becoming Jr. Rangers? (explain program)

· Help us leave grass for deer and elk.

· Attention Getter: Let’s be “Rangers of Learning,” index finger to lips, flat hats on heads (motion of placing hat on head).

Lesson/Story/Activity

· Prior Knowledge: Why do you think artists would come to GCNP to paint, draw, write, etc.? Can you name any famous artists? 
· We’re going to read an “abecedarian” book (everyone say that) or ABC book, but we’re not trying to teach you the alphabet, we’re using it as a tool to learn about Grand Canyon.

· Read: The Illuminated Desert, by Terry Tempest Williams, illustrated by Chloe Hedden (both from Utah, anyone from Utah?) Have participants define author & illustrator.
· Interactive Reading (option: have participants begin activity during story)
· Props: At the end of the story show examples of artists work from selected titles—

Did you know the Grand Canyon has a superhero? Talk about graphic novels and comics as art.
